After a 
couple of lengthy endorsement meetings in previous 
months, our October meeting was back on track and we 
adjourned before 9:30 pm. 

Our members are getting more experience with 
fundraisers and events.  Pat Emerson announced that the 
special “Afghan Saroukh” event for 4600 Club Members 
has been postponed because of the devastating Pakistani 
earthquake.  The event will be rescheduled in 2006. 

Chad Lupkes announced that a fundraiser was held 
for farmers who had lost livestock in Hurricane Katrina, 
a project run by the Olympic View Church for the charity 
Heifer International.  The fundraiser also raised money 
for a local teacher whose family was a victim of the 
Hurricane. 

As we announced last month, Patrick 
Hogan has moved out of the 46th 
legislative district and stepped down from 
his At Large position on the Executive 
Board. We all appreciate Patrick’s fine 
work on the Board.  At our October 
meeting Dana O'Day-Senior was elected 
unanimously to fill the vacant position on 
the Board.

PCOs and volunteers were notified that they could 
pick up literature on Janet Miller’s porch beginning 
Friday, October 21st.  Janet announced that she had 
approximately 225,000 pieces of literature on her 
porch!!!

Vice Chair for Membership, Betty Means, 
announced that membership for 2005 is up considerably 
over our membership rolls for 2003.  Many thanks to 
Betty for her work to manage our membership and 
recruitment efforts. 

The District passed the following resolution related 
to the Seattle-Comcast franchise agreement.  The 
resolution was submitted by Sylvia Haven. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the 46th 
District Democrats urge the Seattle City Council to 
extend the current Comcast franchise for one year to 
allow an independent and objective community-based 

needs assessment. 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council 

encourage public education and participation required 
to develop a fair and equitable franchise agreement that 
will bring Seattle into the digital age. 

Sylvia spoke in favor of the resolution.  She said the 
franchise agreement is complicated and some issues will 
take some time to become apparent.  The resolution 
would provide time for a thorough independent objective 
review and report.  The proposed agreement before the 
City would last 10 years.  (complete text at our website) 

Our main program at the October meeting was 
presented by Bill Perry, Trustee of the Jim McDermott 
Legal Expense Trust and Ron Kenyon.  Bill and Ron 
explained many of the issues contained in the lawsuit 
against Rep. McDermott and the potential impacts to 

both McDermott and all of us as citizens.  
The case is very important for our own First 
Amendment rights, and they need all the 
help they can get.  Bill highlighted the need 
to raise funds for this cause and thanked the 
46th District and its members for 
contributing to the McDermott Legal 
Defense Trust.  The recent fundraiser 
sponsored by the 46th District brought in 
over $4,500.  Please read our meeting 
minutes to learn more about the case and 
what you can do to help.  The next court 
date is November 15th.

Gerry Pollet gave us a highly informative update on 

the fight with the U.S. Department of Energy over the 
implementation of I-297, which passed last year by the 
highest margin in state history.  Hanford is the most 
contaminated place in the Western hemisphere.  A 
million gallons of waste have already leaked from 
containers at Hanford.  In 20 years, that waste will reach 
the Columbia River.  The Department of Energy has 
decided to re-classify the waste to a lower level of public 
risk.  At the new lower level of classification, no cleanup 
would be necessary.  We need to push the Federal 
government to stop resisting the will of voters in 
Washington State.  Please contact Gerry and the Heart 
of America NW if you would like more information on 
what you can do to help clean up Hanford.

Republicans Show Their True Intentions:   
Right Wing Caught in Attempt to Suppress Legal Rights of Voters

46th LD State Legislators Gear Up for 2006 
Let Our Elected Officials Hear Your Voice 

We are very fortunate to have a trio of dedicated and progressive Democrats representing us in the State Legislature in Olympia.  
Our Legislators have an open door policy and want to hear from YOU.  Whether it is here in the 46th district during the interim or 
down in Olympia during the Legislative Session, everyone is welcome to contact them about legislation or to get their assistance 

with an issue.  The next Session is scheduled to start January 9, 2006.  Here is how to contact their offices: 

It what can only be described as a desperate and potentially 
illegal attempt to intimidate voters, the King County Republican 
Party formally challenged the registration of 1,944 King County 
voters in the week just prior to the General Election.  Then, in a 
highly embarrassing moment, the Republicans admitted on 
the Friday (Nov. 4) before the General Election that they made 
numerous mistakes in challenging the registrations of 1,944 
voters.  Fortunately, Democrats throughout King County jumped 
into action to defend the rights of the people against this 
Republican attack. 

At the time of this writing, the Republicans had dropped its 
challenges of approximately 140 voters, and state GOP Chairman 
Chris Vance admitted there were probably many more errors.  In 
some cases, the registrations of ALL voters residing in apartment 
and condominium complexes were challenged.  Not surprisingly, 
the Republicans focused their challenges on progressive Seattle 
neighborhoods, with only a small portion of the challenges falling 
in conservative portions of east King County!  And they try to 

claim the moral high ground?!?! 
A citizen’s voter registration can be challenged only if there is 

direct knowledge or evidence of an incorrect registration.  Even 
then, the person making a challenge is potentially subject to 
perjury charges if the claim is unfounded.  This is to protect 
voters’ rights against false challenges.  In this case, it is clear that 
the Republicans were engaging in a despicable effort to suppress 
votes—and it backfired on them! 

What we are seeing here in King County is part of an effort by 
Republicans nationwide to undermine our democracy by 
challenging our electoral processes in order to win elections and 
create uncertainty in our government structures.  The most 
embarrassing examples are Florida in 2000 and Ohio in 2004.  
Fortunately, we have a strong Democratic Party in King County 
to counter such efforts locally.  Many thanks to Suzie Sheary, 
KCDCC Chair, for her quick response to this attack.  Special 
thanks to Gail Chiarello, Bev Marcus and Chad Lupkes who 
contacted voters in the 46th LD who were challenged.  Onward... 
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Sen. Maria Cantwell fighting for the Environment 
Offers Amendment to Prevent Drilling in ANWR; Promises to Continue Fight Against Republicans 

On a 51-48 vote, the US Senate killed an amendment 
by Sen. Maria Cantwell, which would have prohibited the 
federal government from issuing oil and gas leases, 
thereby closing the Arctic National Wildlife Refuge to 
drilling.  In arguing for the ban, Cantwell derided 
Republican leaders for adding the provision to a sprawling 
budget bill, calling it an inappropriate attempt to achieve a 
goal that had been repeatedly denied to them by Congress 
in the past. 

Senator Cantwell is a champion of progressive energy 
policies, including energy independence, alternative fuels 
and consumer protection against the big oil companies.  
Below is a recent letter from our Senator where she reflects 
on the ill-conceived vision and tactics of the Republican 
leadership… and the need to keep up the fight. 

Thursday, November 3, 2005 

Dear Friend: 

Today I returned to the floor of the U.S. Senate to lead the 
fight to stop oil and gas drilling in the pristine Arctic National 
Wildlife Refuge. 

Because of the Republican leadership's underhanded 
procedural games circumventing the legislative process we 
lost the battle today. My amendment was defeated 48-51, but 
I'm not stopping now. 

I had hoped that the Senate would cast a decisive vote 
today to be honest about America's energy policy and to look 
to the future long term needs of our nation, not to mention 
protecting one of America's last pristine national treasures. 
But today the Republicans succeeded - for the moment - 
because of their ruthlessness and their tactics. 

This fight goes on. It's a fight about priorities. Using 
backdoor tactics to destroy America's last great wild frontier 
will not solve our nation's energy problems and will do 
nothing to lower skyrocketing gas prices. You and I both 
know that. 

But we must be prepared in the coming months to stand 
up for what we believe in - to hold on tight to the values we 
share and to fight for what is right for America. This is about 
more than just protecting the Refuge, it is about taking a 
stand for principles and opposing tricks and games. 

The Republican leadership continues to make false claims 
and try to stop a meaningful debate not just on our nation's 
energy policy, but on national security, health care, and 
transportation, just a few of the challenges I know that we in 
Washington state face every day. 

One thing I know for certain is that there will be other 
fights. And I promise that I will be right there, leading the 
charge for the things we believe in. 

I hope I can count on your support through the coming 
months.
