In Case You Missed Ité.. 
 

By Jan Ames, 1st Vice Chair 

The March 20 membership meeting included a wrap-up of the 

2008 legislative session by 46th District legislators, talks by two 

candidates running for state positions in the fall election, and 

passage of two resolutions related to the upcoming state and 

national elections. 
 

Chair Javier Valdez reminded the group that the 46th 

Legislative District Caucus would be held April 5 at Ingraham 

High School.  Sixty delegates will be chosen to continue on to 

the Congressional District caucus and the state convention. 
 

Valdez asked David McDonald, Democratic National 

Committeeman, to discuss the Supreme Court decision on 

future state primaries.  See Statement on Supreme Court 

Decision on page 6.  David feels a primary re-run could be held 

in Michigan using existing state rules for a ñfire houseò primary, 

which typically is paid for by the party.  He believes Florida is a 

tougher case.  He favors following the DNC rules and not 

making exceptions.   
 

Later in the meeting, a resolution on the Michigan and Florida 

primaries was discussed and amended, and the following motion 

was passed:  Therefore, be it resolved that the Michigan and 

Florida Democratic Parties be urged to promptly ñdo overò their 

allocation, selecting new delegates as required, such as by a 

caucus process generally conforming to DNC rules, getting 

financial assistance from the DNC as appropriate, so that their 

delegations may be seated with unrestricted voting powers. 
 

Gerry Pollet, candidate for the 46th District House seat being 

vacated by Representative Jim McIntire, talked about his 

experience.  In the 46th, Pollet has been Secretary and currently 

is Vice-Chair responsible for programs.  An activist in Hanford, 

Pollet is an advocate for cleanup of the Columbia River and 

other nuclear facilities.  Pollet helped pass legislation to protect 

consumers, worked for the Growth Management Act, promoted 

affordable phone service, and wrote legislation for cleaning up 

leakage from gas stations.  He believes he has the leadership and 

experience to fight global warming and to bring better education 

policies to our communities.   
 

Peter Goldmark, candidate for Public Lands Commissioner, 

explained that this position manages and directs the Department 

of Natural Resources and that the State Trust lands support 

schools & education.  Goldmark raises wheat, cattle, and canola 

on his farm in Okanogan and was named Conservation Farmer 

of the Year.  He spoke about logging practices, preserving public 

lands, and managing forests in a sustainable way. 
 

The cleanup of Puget Sound will be directed by a new State 

agency, and Goldmark believes that State aquatic lands must be 

managed ecologically and in coordination with the Puget Sound 

cleanup.  A question and answer period followed his talk. 

Senator Ken Jacobsen and Representatives Phyllis Kenney 

and Jim McIntire  discussed the 2008 Legislative session.  

Jacobsen mentioned the $800 million surplus and said that little 

money was included in the budget to deal with serious 

transportation needs.  He believes that telecommuting should be 

promoted.  

 

Kenney reported that too many bills were introduced during the 

session, making it hard to get to important issues.  She was 

happy that teachers received more money and hoped that this 

issue will receive higher priority next session.  She also 

commented that Washingtonôs unfair tax structure is hurting 

middle class residents in the state. 
 

McIntire  mentioned that the Legislature had passed a bill 

improving benefits for domestic partners.  He mentioned that 

rural areas are hurt by property taxes in ways that are worse than 

in urban counties and that he had worked on ways to level 

fluctuations of tax evaluations in rural areas.   
 

The legislators then answered questions about the banking crisis, 

local option for public financing of elections, effect of tolls, and 

bail-out of bankers but not home owners.  
 

New Precinct Committee Officers Bill Kaghan (1969) and 

Howard Fitzpatrick (2095) were introduced and approved by a 

voice vote. 
 

Valdez presented the 2008 budget, highlighting some items on 

the expense and income sides of the budget.  A motion to 

approve the budget was passed by a voice vote. 
 

Membership Chair Betty Means reported that membership 

continues to increase steadily, with 53 members in the 4600 club 

and 55 in the Friends of the 46th club. 
 

King County Female Representative Sarajane Seigfriedt 
reported that the platform committee is digesting the resolutions 

for the King County convention on April 13.  King  County 

Male Representative Chad Lupkes reminded everyone that the 

draft platform is on the 46th District website. 
 

A motion to suspend the rules was passed in order to discuss a 

resolution (Chair Valdez ruled resolution was timely) objecting 

to the State Partyôs requirement that the 46th District have a 

nominating convention before May 23, weeks before the filing 

date ends, to choose a nominee in legislative races and limit that 

choice to the PCOs.  After considerable discussion and a number 

of amendments, the resolution that was passed preserves the 46th 

Districtôs endorsement process and calls for opening up any 

required nominating convention to participation by all 46th 

District Democrats who sign the same pledge of being a 

Democrat that was required to participate in a precinct caucus.  

The resolution allows for an alternate later date for such a 

convention after the April 5 Legislative District caucus.  This 

would give time for the resolution to be presented to the State 

Party for action by the State Central Committee.  In addition, the 

resolution recommends that all districts in the state follow the 

same process that the 46th District would prefer to use.

ESL Class Visits Caucus,

There was a great distance traveled together from ñI didnôt even know who candidates was é I thought 

elections were none of my businessò (Jean, Korea) to ñMy first caucus was a great experience.  Now I 

know the really democracy in the USA and I think it is very important to know the issues that are happening around meò (Christy, 

China).  The above two quotes are from my Edmonds Community College ESL Civics  studentsô journals upon completing a unit on 

the caucus and primary systems.  This ESL Civics class is for adult immigrants and refugees, some of whom are considering future 

U.S. citizenship. 
 

We started our elections unit by brainstorming some differences between Republicans and Democrats.  Before going much further, 

some specialized elections-related vocabulary was in order:  words such as liberal/conservative, issue, party, turnout, ballot, etc.  Our 

next step was to assign each student to study one candidateôs website and report on his/her position on three issues we chose as a 

class:  Iraq, the economy, and health care.  We also kept track on a score sheet of delegates won as states had their elections. 
 

The culminating event of our elections unit was our visit to 

the Precinct 2121 caucus held at the Greenwood Senior Center to 

see democracy in action.  There we were again impressed to see 

Teresa, whom we knew by now, bravely acting in her role 

as PCO at the bursting-at-the- seams caucus.  Now I think Iôll 

let the students speak for them- selves on their impressions of 

the day.  The following are quotes from their journals: 
 

ñTeresa, one of Sarahôs neighbors, was a volunteer to do 

the ballots statistics.  After a burst of busy calculating, the 

result of the first vote came out:  Clinton only got 2 delegates.  

Obama got 6.  One was unde- cided.  Second vote was Obama 

7 and Clinton 2.  I kind of liked Clinton é I wanted a woman 

president to show there is a real democracy in the U.S.ò  -- Feng, 

China 
 

ñWe walked on foot.  The caucus was so close to our teacherôs home.  In front of the center there was a long line.  Many people 

wanted to vote.  There were some signs, ñObama.ò  We took a lot of pictures.  Our teacher, Sarah, voted.  We took a picture.   I felt 

so excited.  It was my first caucus in the USA.  I had heard of caucus before but I couldnôt imagine.  I saw a lot of people who said 

their opinion about candidates Obama and Clinton.  In my country I never saw this.  In my opinion, this is so democratic way to

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It's time for Voter -Owned Elections!

A newly-minted state law allows cities and counties to create programs that offer optional public funds for local political 

campaigns.  Similar Voter-Owned Elections (VOE) programs are working successfully in other areas, such as Portland, 

Oregon - where it's very popular. 

Under these programs, anyone who qualifies by showing a modest level of voter support (generally a small qualifying 

donation and signature from a set number of voters), can receive public funds sufficient to run a credible primary cam-

paign.  In exchange, they agree to accept no other private contributions - so they are beholden to no private or special 

interest. 

Last year, candidates for local office in Seattle and King County raised and spent on average over $200,000 in campaign 

expenses.  Every year, the financial arms race gets worse.  Only the wealthy (or those backed by big donors) can afford 

to run for office - and once elected, they face pressure or a presumption of payback to do the bidding of wealthy contribu-

tors whose money might be needed for a re-election campaign. 

We can free our candidates and incumbents from this burden, through Voter-Owned Elections.  Elections should be 

about issues and voters, not about who can raise the most money!  Campaigns are part of our democratic process and 

should be funded publicly, so that:   

1. any qualified candidate can run regardless of their wealth or connections;   

2. voters get wider choice among candidates:  more women, more ethnic and economic diversity;   

3. lawmakers and elected officials - and their votes - are indebted to NO special interest;  and  

4. lawmakers work on votersô issues, rather than romancing big donors.  No more ñdialing for dollarsò!

Craig Salins is Executive Director of Washington Public Campaigns, a statewide grassroots organization dedicated to making public 

financing available for political campaigns at every level, to free officials from the influence of big monied special interests. 

   Initiative 872 passed in November 2004. The Initiative 

created a "top two" blanket primary based on party prefer-

ence. Under I-872 any candidate may identify a party pref-

erence at filing and have that preference placed next to their 

name on a blanket primary ballot. The top two vote getters 

in the primary advance to the general election even if they 

have stated the same party preference. Because this "top 

two" blanket primary effectively allows Republicans to 

vote on which Democrats will be on the general election 

ballot, depriving Democrats of their constitutional right to 

choose their own nominees, the State Party sued the State 

in 2005 to stop implementation of I-872. The Party was 

successful and I-872 has been enjoined (stopped) since July 

2005.  

 

   However, on March 18, 2008 the United State Supreme 

Court issued an opinion reversing the lower courtsô opin-

ions that I-872 is unconstitutional on its face. The Supreme 

Court opinion does not hold that I-872 is constitutional; 

rather it holds that until the State actually implements the 

top two primary and provides a ballot design for use under 

the initiative, the question of constitutionality cannot be 

determined. That is, the Initiative is still vulnerable to "as 

applied" challenges. 
 

   The Supreme Court reaffirmed our right to nominate our 

candidates by whatever process we choose since I-872 re-

moved the requirement that we nominate candidates in a 

public primary. However, under I-872 there will be no des-

ignation on the ballot as to which candidate is our nominee; 

only an indication as to the name of the party a candidate 

personally prefers. Confusion among voters about who our 

candidates are and what Democrats actually stand for seems 

likely. Although the case is not over, the State has indicated 

that it intends to use the Top Two primary this fall. Mean-

while the United States District Court in Seattle will hear 

challenges to the Stateôs actual implementation of I-872 and 

related constitutional issues.  
 

   In 2005 the State Party adopted contingency rules to be 

used if the Top Two were implemented. These rules gener-

ally provide that PCOs in the respective jurisdictions will 

select Democratic nominees. This nominating process is 

separate from the current process of selecting delegates to 

the state and national conventions.
