Convention.  This was part of the rules adopted by the State Party 

Executive Board.  As many of you know, I represent the 7th CD at 

the State Party Executive Board.  I cast the only óNOô vote to en-

force the rules on having Nominating Conventions.  My belief still 

is that in 2008 we should not be limiting the vote to PCOôs, but 

rather let anyone vote at the Nominating Convention who is will-

ing to call themselves a Democrat that day - just as we open our 

precinct caucuses to anyone who wants to participate that day and 

call themselves a Democrat.  We are an open party - and limiting 

the vote only hurts our standing with the public.

Members attending the April 17 membership meeting 

voted to approve 25 new Precinct Committee Officers, 

heard short speeches from several candidates, and listened 

to a number of speakers talk about differing views for 

developing Magnuson Park.  
 

Chair Javier Valdez reported that almost 2,000 attended 

the District Caucus on April 5.  He thanked the more than 

100 volunteers who helped with the caucus and gave 

special thanks to Janet Miller  and Bernadette Laqueur, 

general organizers; Barbara Whitt , food organizer; and 

Dean Fournier and Sarajane Siegfriedt, Platform 

Committee co-chairs. 
 

Valdez reported that the Washington State Executive 

Board voted 17-1 to hold local nominating conventions to 

choose nominees, with voting limited to Precinct 

Committee Officers.  The 46th convention will follow the 

candidate forum at the regular May 15 meeting.  However, 

Secretary of State Sam Reedôs sample ballot will show 

only the party each candidate prefers and not necessarily 

the candidate the party endorses.   

 

Treasurer Donna Boysen reported that income for the 

month was $14,983, with expenses of $4,930.  Current 

balance is $20,080.  

  

Several candidates spoke.  Jerry Pollet, candidate for the 

open seat in the 46th District, emphasized his skills as a 

grassroots organizer and his work for the Growth 

Management Act and Citizens for Balanced Growth.  In 

addition, he recently was in Washington, D.C. to discuss 

the Hanford clean-up and the Environmental Protection 

Agencyôs lack of oversight.  Pollet said we need to fight 

hard for open government, and we need to fight developers 

and lobbyists to retain and regain our rights. 

 

Scott White, also seeking the open seat in the 46th District, 

said he had led the 46th Democrats through five years of 

tremendous growth and organization.

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Notice to LD and County Parties on Conducting Nominating  

Conventions for Partisan Offices 
 

From Dwight Pelz, Chair, WSDCC 

April 6, 2008 
 

On Thursday, April 3, the WSDCC Executive Board met to discuss the Party's response to the US Supreme Court 

ruling upholding the Top Two Primary.  The E Board reviewed the Rules for the Selection of Candidates and 

Nominees for Public Office,  which were debated and adopted by the State Central Committee in 2005.  

 

The Rules provide procedures by which the Party will nominate its candidates when the State does not conduct a 

Democratic Primary which meets the rights of the Party to have Democrats nominate Democrats.  The Top Two 

Primary does not meet this test.  In fact it is not a primary, in the sense of an election whose purpose is to nominate 

a candidate from within a political party. 

 

The Executive Board reviewed these Rules; then voted 17 to 1 to affirm the implementation of them.  The Execu-

tive Board acknowledged that because these Rules have been adopted by the Central Committee, the Party is re-

quired to implement the Rules --  unless an emergency  Central Committee is convened to amend them.  Nonethe-

less, the E. Brd. found the Rules to be a well reasoned response to the Supreme Court's ruling, and did not recom-

mend to convene an emergency Central Committee meeting at this time.  

 

I encourage all Party Leaders to review these Rules. They call for the conduct of Nominating Conventions to be 

held at the LD, County, and Congressional levels ï where those jurisdictions will have partisan races this 

year.  The votes at these Conventions shall be cast by elected and appointed Precinct Committee Officers. 

(PCO's)  Each Nominating Convention will nominate one Democrat for each partisan office, by majority 

vote.  This is not an endorsement meeting, there is no two-thirds rule, and there will be no dual nominations.  

 

As Chair of the Party, and pursuant to the Rules for the Selection of Candidates and Nominees for Public Office, 

I call on all Chairs of LD or County Parties in jurisdictions which will be conducting partisan elections in 2008, to 

inform me of the date and location they will hold a Nominating Convention Prior to May 23.  Once I learn of the 

time and place you identify, I will formally issue the "Call" for that meeting.   

 

Each jurisdiction must hold a separate meeting ï LD and County Nominating Conventions shall not occur at the 

same time.  These meetings can be scheduled to occur at a regularly scheduled monthly meeting.  I encourage LD 

and County Chairs to coordinate these efforts to insure there are no conflicting Conventions within a County or 

Legislative District.  

 

Conventions for purposes of nominating candidates for Congress shall be held prior to or immediately following 

the May 17 Congressional District Caucuses.  However the votes cast at the Congressional level Nominating Con-

vention shall be by the PCO's, not the delegates. 

 

Statewide candidates will be nominated at the State Convention in Spokane on June 14, by the delegates to the 

State Convention.  

 

I understand these Conventions will be an additional burden to Democrats working very hard to implement our 

Delegate Selection Plan.  However I am confident that you will step up to the challenge of a Supreme Court Ruling 

which calls into question our rights and responsibilities as an American political party.  I am confident you will 

meet this challenge with clarity, supreme organization, and equity to all involved. 
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A Heartfelt  Thank You to All the Wonderful Volunteers at the

 District LD Caucus.  We could not have done it without

Get Out The Vote: 
The Washington State Neighborhood Challenge 

 

Over 250,000 Democrats attended their neighborhood precinct caucuses on February 9, 2008, one of 

the largest caucus turnouts in the country. However, to guarantee a Democratic win in the White House, for 

our own Washington State governor, and for many other State and local officials, we need to ensure that 

every Democrat in Washington State 1) is registered and 2) votes in the August 19 primary and November 4 

general election. The State Party has initiated the Neighborhood Challenge to help us accomplish this goal. 
 

Surprisingly, only 63-75% of Washington residents are registered to voteðthe remaining unregis-

tered voters offer a significant opportunity to increase our ranks. In the 46th LD, we have committed to add
