The September meeting of the 46" District Democrats
included a tribute to the late Jeff Douthwaite, approval of
additional campaign contributions, defeat of a resolution on
the Viaduct Removal, endorsement of the Seattle Parks and
Green Spaces levy, a report on the Port of Seattle audit and
reform, and planning for get-out-the-vote activities for the
November 4 general election.

Campaign Co-Chair Kathryn Lewis led the Pledge of
Allegiance after Vice-Chair Jan Amescalled the meeting to
order. Bernadette Laqueur,after mentioning that only 47
days are left to make a huge change in the upcoming election,
reported that Obama yard signs will be available in her garage
for $10. Deb Blakesleefrom Alliance of People with
Disabilities, invited those present to observe a display of an
electronic accessible voting unit at the back of the room.

Amesreported that Jeff Douthwaite, retired Engineering
Professor at the University of Washington, long-time liberal,
State Representative from 1971-1979 in what was then the 43™
District, and PCO in Precinct 1967, had died September 17.
The group observed a moment of silence.

Treasurer Donna Boyserreported a current balance of
$9,547. A first round of campaign contributions totaling
$6,500 was approved by the membership at the August
meeting. The Executive Board recommended a second round
of expenditures, totaling $3,700, as follows:

$750 to State Senate Campaign Committee

$750 to State House Campaign Committee

$500 to Peter Goldmark for Commissioner of Public Lands
$500 to John Ladenburg for Attorney General

$500 to Jim Mclntire for State Treasurer

$200 to Jason Osgood for Secretary of State

$500 for get-out-the-vote materials for use in the 46™ District

Budget carry-over to 2009 is projected to be $5,000. In view
of the large turnout expected in the general election, the
budget also includes doubling the number of sample ballots
available. The recommendation was passed unanimously

A resolution on the Viaduct Removal, which had been tabled
at the August meeting for consideration at the September
meeting, was debated. The resolution failed 19 to 46

Membership Chair Betty Meansreported that membership
reached an all-time high of 834, surpassing the former high-
water mark of 821. The 2009 membership drive will begin in
October.

State Committee Woman Janet Miller and State
Committee Man John Webberreported that Howard Dean
had fired up the crowd when he spoke at the recent State
Committee meeting. Randy Dorn had previously won

endorsement over current Superintendent of Public
Instruction Terry Bergeson, and a motion to consider a dual
endorsement failed. King County Chair Suzie Shearyis
heading a review of the caucus cycle, as the result of a State
Convention resolution.

King County Representative Chad Lupkegeported that the
PCO election results had been pulled temporarily from the
King County website because of so many non-matches
between PCO name and number.

Scott White and Gerry Pollet spoke in support of Seattle
Proposition 2 on Parks and Green Spaces Levy, while Jorgen
Bader spoke against the endorsement. The body voted to
endorsethe levy.

Port of Seattle Commissioner Lloyd Haratalked about the
Port audit last December, an audit that had 51
recommendations from the State Auditor. Hara said that the
Port needs to come under greater oversight and that the former
Port Commission had abdicated its oversight of the CEO.
New CEO Tay Yoshitani has a different approach. The
current Commission has revised the delegation of authority to
Commission review, has adopted a new code of ethics, and is
requiring greater accountability and public outreach.
Commissioner Hara answered several questions from the
audience.

Good of the order included an announcement that Richard
Hayes Phillips author of Witness to a Crimeyould speak at
Olympic View Church September 19 about the theft of the
2004 presidential election.

The body defeateda motion to suspend the rules to consider a
resolution on the Building Industry Association of Washington
(BIAW) before the members broke up into regional groups to
organize get-out-the-vote activities.

Campaign Co-Chairs Noah Burgher and Kathryn Lewis
gave an overview of current get-out-the-vote activities, as well
as information on
dates include registration activities through October 4, get-out-
the vote efforts from October 5-November 4, and literature
distribution before the election, with the final push November
1 through November 4. Members then broke up into 16
regional groups in order to make specific plans for each
region.

The group came back together as a body to consider the
motion to discuss the resolution on the BIAW. A motion was
made to suspend the rules to discuss the resolution, because of
the urgency to have the Attorney General investigated and
punished before the election. The motion failed.
