Those attending the 46" District November
membership meeting had a chance to

celebrate the successful November 4 election and to
hear from City Councilmember's Jean Godden
and Bruce Harrell.

Chair Javier Valdez thanked Bernadette Laqueur,
Kathryn Lewis, and Noah Burgher for
spearheading campaign efforts in the 46™ District.
Hundreds of volunteers distributed 45,000 sample
ballots and 100,000 pieces of candidate literature.
Valdez mentioned that certificates of PCOs’ election
were ready for distribution.

Laqueur presented an election wrap-up, thanking
the hundreds of volunteers who helped in the 46",
especially on election day. Janet Miller, Nancy
Keith, and Barbara Whitt received special thanks
for assisting the campaign coordinators. Laqueur
also recognized PCO Teresa Chegin, who because
of her efforts over the last few years now has
apartment managers making sure that tenants vote
and that managers also alert her when someone
moves. Lewis presented a slide show history of the
entire campaign, from precinct caucuses through
victory on November 4. Phyllis Kenney and Scott
White thanked members for their help in electing the
two to represent the 46™ District in Olympia.

City Councilmembers Godden and Harrell
reported on Seattle budget matters and answered
questions from 46™ members. Godden, chair of the
City’s Budget and Finance Committee, said that
Seattle’s next budget year will be difficult and that
the balanced budget submitted in August by Mayor
Greg Nickels already has been undermined by
September’s bad economic news. Harrell expressed
pleasure that the Council had avoided raising electric
rates; he also spoke of Seattle Public Utilities’ efforts
to increase composting. Fixing Mercer Street’s
traffic mess will include bike paths, sidewalks, and
bus transit improvements but will have a lesser
priority than the Alaskan Way viaduct and SR 520
projects.
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Virginia Rankin reiterated her request that
nonperishable foods be brought to all future
legislative district events, including the holiday
party, to aid people in need.

Jason Osgood thanked the District for its help in his
unsuccessful campaign for Secretary of State and
went on to announce his candidacy for the newly-
elective position of King County Director of
Elections. Filing for the nonpartisan position will
take place December 10-12, with the election to be
held February 3, 2009. A motion was passed to
authorize the Executive Board to assess the group’s
financial situation in order to determine whether
money is available for supporting any endorsed
candidate. The Board will make a recommendation
for the January membership meeting.

Chad Lupkes announced his candidacy for 46"
legislative district chair in 2009-2010, a position to
be filled at the biennial reorganization meeting
January 15.

Chair Valdez reported that “passing the hat” during
the meeting had raised $140. He also mentioned that
both Mayor Nickels and King County Executive
Ron Sims would be at the District’s holiday party on
December 13.

Pat Emerson explained procedures for appealing
real property assessments, and Betty Means
reported on Direct Action Organizing. Gerry Pollet
thanked all who had supported him in his campaign
for a seat in the State Legislature and expressed his
support for representative-elect White.

David Miller, City Council candidate, introduced
himself and spoke briefly.

Special thanks go to Dean Fournier, who wrote up
minutes of the November meeting.

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46TH DISTRICT DEMOCRATS BYLAWS
Amending Article V

At its November meeting, your Executive Board directed its Bylaws subcommittee to develop a suggested amendment to
our bylaws, to eliminate our present requirement that only PCOs can serve in certain offices of the LD organization. (State
Democratic Party rules specify that only PCOs can vote for those offices, but do not limit who can be elected thereto.) The
provision in question is as follows:

ARTICLE V1 OFFICERS

Section 1: Officers of the organization shall include the following, to be elected by majority vote of eligible voters present at
the biennial reorganization meeting — or, to fill a vacancy, at another District meeting — after appropriate notice as required
by Article IV of these Bylaws:

a. Chair (one)

b. Ist Vice-Chair (one)

c. Female Delegate to the KCDCC Executive Board (one)

d. Male Delegate to the KCDCC Executive Board (one)

e. Female Alternate to the KCDCC Executive Board (one)

f. Male Alternate to the KCDCC Executive Board (one)

g. Female Delegate to the State Democratic Central Committee (WSDCC) (one)

h. Male Delegate to the WSDCC (one)
Only elected or appointed PCOs may be elected to the offices listed in Subparagraphs a-f of this Section, while any member
in good standing may be elected to the offices listed in Subparagraphs g and h. However, only elected or appointed PCOs
may vote for any of the foregoing offices.

Any member in good standing may be elected to the foregoing offices, but only elected or appointed PCOs may cast
votes for those offices.

The Board’s intent is that the above change be voted on by our eligible voting membership at our January 15 Re-
organization meeting, before proceeding to elect our 2009-10 officers. In that connection, you may want to consult the pro-
visions of our present Bylaws’ Article VI (“Voting”), which include a requirement — implementing a State Party rule — that
only PCOs are entitled to vote on adoption of District Bylaws or proposed amendments such as the above.

Bylaws Committee

ARTICLE I T NAME
The name of this organization shall be the 46th District Democrats.
ARTICLE II'7 POLICY

Section 1: This organization shall function continuously and shall operate under the applicable Bylaws and Rules of the King County Democ-
ratic Central Committee (KCDCC) and the State and National Democratic Parties.

Section 2: The purpose of the organization shall be to promote citizen participation in the Democratic Party, advance the 46th District Democ-
rats’ platform, and support and work for the election of Democratic candidates and candidates for nonpartisan office who demonstrably espouse the prin-
ciples contained in that platform.

ARTICLE 111 T MEMBERSHIP

Section 1: All elected and appointed Democratic Precinct Committee Officers (PCOs) registered to vote in the 46th District shall be members
of the organization.

Section 2: Any other registered voter of the 46th Legislative District who declares himself or herself to be a Democrat may become a voting
member upon payment of current organization dues. Those who were not members in the preceding calendar year shall be eligible to vote 21 days after
receipt of their dues.

Section 3: Dues apply for the calendar year from January through December. Categories of membership shall include (a) individual member-
ship, (b) family or couple membership, and (c) retired/low income/student membership. Annual membership dues shall be reviewed on an annual basis by
the District Executive Board. If, upon such review, the District Executive Board believes a dues adjustment should be made, a motion to that effect shall
be made to the membership at the next regular membership meeting, following notice as required by Article IV of these Bylaws. Any change in member-
ship dues, and its effective date, shall be voted on by the membership.

ARTICLE IVi MEETINGS

Section 1: The regular monthly meeting shall be held on the thir(}l- Thursday of each month. The District Executive Board may change the date



and place for a particular regular monthly meeting, so long as all members are notified at or before the regular monthly meeting preceding the monthly
meeting to be changed.

Section 2: A reorganization meeting for the District shall be held following each biennial general election, and shall be conducted in accor-
dance with procedures prescribed by state law, the Washington State Democratic Party, and the KCDCC.

Section 3: A special meeting may be called by 25% of the membership, 25% of the PCOs, or by the Chair.

Section 4: Written notice of the time, place and purpose of each regular or special meeting shall be sent to each member no later than 10 days
prior to the date of the meeting.

Section 5: Any election to fill a vacancy in any elective office of the organization shall be announced at the immediately preceding District
meeting. Notice thereof, and of any proposed amendment to these Bylaws, any proposed dues changes, any endorsement of a candidate or ballot issue, or
any donation or contribution of funds in support of any candidate, ballot issue or group (except an official Democratic Party organization), shall be in-
cluded in the meeting notice sent to each member no less than 10 days prior to the meeting at which such business is to be transacted. The deadline for
inclusion of items in the monthly District Newsletter shall be included within the preceding month's newsletter.

Section 6: A quorum shall be declared by the Chair to exist at any regular or special meeting of the membership when 40 voting members or
10% of the voting membership, whichever is less, is present. Once a quorum has been established for a duly called meeting, it may not be questioned until
action on the items indicated in the written notice has been taken.

ARTICLE Vi OFFICERS

Section 1: Officers of the organization shall include the following, to be elected by majority vote of eligible voters present at the biennial reor-
ganization meeting — or, to fill a vacancy, at another District meeting — after appropriate notice as required by Article IV of these Bylaws:

a. Chair (one)

b. 1st Vice-Chair (one)

c. Female Delegate to the KCDCC Executive Board (one)

d. Male Delegate to the KCDCC Executive Board (one)

e. Female Alternate to the KCDCC Executive Board (one)

f. Male Alternate to the KCDCC Executive Board (one)

g. Female Delegate to the State Democratic Central Committee (WSDCC) (one)
h. Male Delegate to the WSDCC (one)

Only elected or appointed PCOs may be elected to the offices listed in Subparagraphs a-f of this Section, while any member in good standing may be
elected to the offices listed in Subparagraphs g and h. However, only elected or appointed PCOs may vote for any of the foregoing offices.

Section 2: Additional officers shall include the following, to be elected by majority vote of eligible voters present at the biennial reorganization
meeting — or, to fill a vacancy, at another District meeting — after appropriate notice as required by Article IV of these Bylaws:

a. 2nd Vice-Chairs (two)
b. Secretary (one)
c. Treasurer (one)
d. Sergeant-at-Arms (one)
e. District Executive Board Members-at-Large (five)
Any member in good standing may be elected to the foregoing offices.
Section 3: All officers shall serve until the next biennial reorganization meeting or until their successors are duly elected and installed.

Section 4: The Chair shall be the chief executive officer of the organization, shall preside over its meetings and supervise the preparation of its
newsletter and other public announcements, shall assign responsibility for maintaining the records of the District, and shall represent the District on the
KCDCC Executive Board. In addition, the Chair shall serve as a deputy treasurer.

Section 5: The st Vice-Chair shall serve in the absence of the Chair and perform other duties as may be assigned by the Chair. The 1st Vice
Chair shall also serve as a deputy treasurer. The two 2nd Vice-Chairs shall perform such duties as may be assigned to them by the Chair.

Section 6: The Secretary shall take and maintain minutes of District and District Executive Board meetings. The minutes shall be posted for
public inspection. The Secretary shall also assist the Chair in managing the organization's incoming and outgoing correspondence.

Section 7: The Treasurer shall be responsible for the collection, recording, safekeeping and disbursement of the organization's financial re-
sources. The Treasurer shall manage the organization's bank account(s) and prepare appropriate reports to the Public Disclosure Commission. The Treas-
urer shall make an oral financial report at each regular District meeting and submit a written report monthly for filing in the minute book.

Section 8: The Sergeant-at-Arms shall be responsible for maintaining order at District meetings and shall take charge of arranging tables,
chairs and other meeting hall facilities.

Section 9: The five District Executive Board Members-at-Large shall perform such duties as may be assigned to them by the Chair.

Section 10: The two Delegates to the KCDCC Executive Board shall represent the District on the KCDCC Executive Board and report back on
the business of that organization.
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Section 11: The two Delegates to the WSDCC shall represent the District on the WSDCC and report back on the business of that committee.

Section 12: Prior to each biennial reorganization meeting, the District Executive Board shall propose procedures for conducting the election of
officers at that meeting and shall cause those procedures to be published in the meeting notice sent to each member no less than 10 days prior to the meeting.
To the extent adopted by the general membership and in compliance with the procedures referred to in Article IV, Section 2, those procedures shall govern
the election of officers.

ARTICLE VIT VOTING

Section 1: Elected and appointed PCOs shall be entitled to vote at all District meetings. In accordance with state law (RCW Chapter 29.42, Politi-
cal Parties) and the Bylaws of the Democratic Party of the State of Washington (Article IX, Legislative District Organizations), only elected and appointed
PCOs may vote for the offices listed in Article V, Section 1 of these Bylaws, or to fill legislative vacancies or adopt or amend District Bylaws.

Section 2: All members in good standing shall be entitled to vote for the offices listed in Article V, Section 2 of these Bylaws, and on all other
items up for consideration at District meetings. Those who are not PCOs may vote, provided that the appropriate annual dues have been received at least 21
days in advance of the meeting at which the vote is held.

Section 3: Proxies shall not be recognized in voting on any District business.
ARTICLE VII'T VACANCIES IN OFFICE

Whenever a vacancy in an elected office shall occur, the Chair may appoint a temporary replacement to serve until the next District meeting at which time,
after notice as required by Article IV of these Bylaws, a new officer shall be elected.

ARTICLE VIII T REMOVAL OF OFFICERS

Section 1: A District meeting may be called for the purpose of removing any officer upon the written request of 25% of the PCOs. Notice of this
meeting must be sent to all PCOs at least 10 days in advance. At this meeting, the officer (or officers) concerned may be removed by a majority vote of
PCOs attending.

Section 2: Elected officers other than the District Chair, Ist Vice Chair, Delegates/Alternates to the KCDCC Executive Board and Delegates to the
WSDCC may be removed by the District Chair for failure to perform properly the functions of their office. Unexcused absence from two consecutive Dis-
trict or two consecutive District Executive Board meetings shall be grounds for removal. Notice of removal and the grounds therefore shall be given in writ-
ing to be effective immediately, provided that the decision of the District Chair must be sustained by a majority vote of the membership of the organization
present at a regular meeting, following written notice as required by Article IV of these Bylaws.

ARTICLE IXT APPOINTED AND ACTING PRECINCT COMMITTEE OFFICERS

Section 1: All PCOs, to vote in PCO organizations, must reside in their own precinct. However, acting PCOs may be appointed to serve vacant
precincts. An acting PCO (a) must live in the District but need not live in the precinct, and (b) shall be superseded by appointment of a resident of the pre-
cinct as PCO.

Section 2: The KCDCC Chair shall appoint only PCOs approved by the District organization. Within 15 days of such approval the District Chair
shall submit the application to the KCDCC Chair, who shall take action on the appointments within 15 days of their submittal. If the KCDCC Chair has
reason to deny such an appointment, he or she shall refer the matter back to the District organization, stating the reasons in writing within 15 days.

Section 3: Each application for an appointed PCO position shall be submitted to the District organization for action at its next meeting. When
more than one application for the same precinct position is submitted in any District meeting, they shall be voted on at the same time.

ARTICLE X1 AREA COORDINATORS

Section 1: The function of the Area Coordinators shall be to coordinate the precinct work in subareas of the 46" District. As directed by the Dis-
trict Chair, each Area Coordinator shall be responsible for working closely with elected, appointed or acting PCOs and recruiting and training acting PCOs
where necessary to fill vacancies.

Section 2: Area Coordinators shall be appointed by and serve at the discretion of the District Chair, provided that such appointments shall be
subject to confirmation by a majority of the members of the District Executive Board present and voting at a meeting of such board.

ARTICLE XI'T NEWSLETTER EDITOR

Section 1: The Newsletter Editor shall, at the direction of the Chair, prepare and disseminate District Newsletters and other public announcements
with respect to the organization's business, including notification to the membership regarding the time, place and purpose of meetings.

Section 2: The Newsletter Editor shall be appointed by and serve at the discretion of the District Chair, provided that such appointment shall be
subject to a majority confirmation of the members of the District Executive Board present and voting at a meeting of such Board.

ARTICLE X117 DISTRICT EXECUTIVE BOARD

Section 1: All elected officers and the Newsletter Editor shall be voting members of the District Executive Board, which shall be responsible for
implementing policies and transacting business approved by the membership.

Section 2: Executive Board meetings shall be held at regular intervals at the call of the Chair and shall be announced in the District Newsletter.
All such meetings shall be open to the membership. A quorum shall consist of a majority of the members of the Executive Board.

ARTICLE XII1'1 EXPENDITURE OF DISTRICT FUNDS

Section 1: Adoption of an annual budget by the District membership shall constitute authorization for payment of expenses provided for therein.
The Executive Board may also authorize in advance any reasonable expenditure incident to a fund-raiser event or other program approved by the District
membership. All other expenditures must



be authorized by a majority vote at a District meeting, following notice as required by Article IV of these Bylaws.

Section 2: No expenditure of funds of the 46th District Democratic Organization in excess of $2500 shall be made except by check signed
by two of the following three officers: District Chair, First Vice-Chair and Treasurer.

Section 3: The District Chair shall appoint, each year, a Financial Review Committee of at least two non-Executive Board members to re-
view the District's financial records for the period since the previous audit and present a report to the membership no later than its June meeting. These
appointments shall be subject to confirmation by the District membership.

ARTICLE XIVi COMMITTEES

Section 1: There shall be six standing committees and such additional committees as the Chair may from time to time appoint. The District
Chair shall appoint all committee chairs and shall serve as an ex-officio voting member of all committees. All committee members shall serve at the
discretion of the District Chair.

Section 2: The Program Committee shall be a standing committee responsible for the development of District meeting programs.

Section 3: The Legislative Action Committee shall be a standing committee responsible for developing, and assisting the organization with
implementation of, action plans to advance key issues consistent with the District platform. The Committee shall, insofar as feasible, coordinate its
efforts with related activities of the WSDCC, KCDCC, and other interested organizations.

Section 4: The Finance Committee shall be a standing committee with responsibility for developing an annual budget and recommendations
for fund raising strategies to support the political and program objectives of the organization.

Section 5: The Membership Committee shall be a standing committee with responsibility for facilitating the growth and satisfaction of the
membership, including the recruitment, training and support of the District's PCOs and Area Coordinators.

Section 6: The Platform and Resolutions Committee shall be a standing committee responsible for developing, and proposing for adoption
by the membership, a platform fairly representative of 46th District Democratic voters’ views on matters of political relevance. Suggested positions
highly specific in nature, or on transitory issues, shall be considered proposed Resolutions and treated in accordance with Article XV of these Bylaws.

Section 7: The Community Outreach Committee shall be a standing committee responsible for developing and implementing an action plan
for linking the 46th District Democrats with neighborhood and community organizations within or affecting North Seattle.

ARTICLE XV RESOLUTIONS

Any proposed resolution must be submitted in writing to the District Chair or Newsletter Editor and referred thereby for review and recommendation
by the Platform and Resolutions Committee. The proposed resolution shall be published in the Newsletter prior to the regular District meeting at which
it is to be considered, unless the Committee withholds the resolution. Upon a ruling by the Chair that a proposed resolution needs immediate considera-
tion and could not reasonably have been submitted in time for the prescribed advance review and written notice, the foregoing requirements may be
suspended upon a two-thirds majority vote of members present and voting at a duly called meeting,

ARTICLE XVIi SUPPORT OF CANDIDATES AND BALLOT ISSUES

Section 1: The District Chair shall call endorsement meetings to be held annually (a) after the close of the filing period for candidates but
before the primary election, and (b) after the primary election but before the November general election. When applicable, the Executive Board may
call an endorsement meeting to be held prior to a Party nominating convention.

Section 2: The District Executive Board may make recommendations to the membership for endorsement. No such recommendations shall
be made except upon a two-thirds majority vote of Executive Board members present and voting at a regular meeting of the board.

Section 3: The District Executive Board shall propose rules for the purpose of endorsing candidates and issues. The proposed rules shall be
published in the meeting notice sent to each member no less than 10 days prior to the endorsement meeting. The general membership shall adopt those
rules prior to beginning the endorsement process.

Section 4: Endorsement of candidates in special elections, decisions regarding contributions to candidates for special elections, and endorse-
ments of or contributions to ballot issues may be considered at any District meeting, given notice as required by Article IV of these Bylaws.

Section 5: The membership at any meeting may, by a two-thirds majority vote of members present and voting, delegate to the District Execu-
tive Board the authority to:

a. Make a post-primary endorsement in any specified race; and/or

b. Approve the distribution of funds to any group in support of any candidate or ballot issue in accordance with priorities for such distribution
established by the District and in accordance with the provisions of federal, state, and local law.

Any such endorsement or approval of distribution of funds by the Board shall be by a two-thirds majority vote of Board members present and voting at a
duly called Executive Board meeting, and shall be exempt from the notice provisions of Article IV of these Bylaws and from the expenditure provisions
of Section 2 of Article XIII of these Bylaws. Any such action by the Board shall be included in the next monthly District Newsletter.

Section 6: No candidate shall be considered for endorsement without having (a) declared his/her past and present party affiliation within the
past five years (with the exception of candidates for judicial office), and (b) completed and returned to the District Chair, prior to the endorsement meet-
ing, any Candidate Questionnaire required by the District. Responses to candidate questionnaires shall be posted for public inspection at endorsement
meetings.

Section 7: For partisan offices, the 46th District Democrats shall endorse only those candidates having declared affiliation only with the De-
mocratic Party for a period of at least one year prior to the endorsement meeting. For nonpartisan offices other than judicial office, the 46th District



Democrats shall endorse only those candidates having (a) declared affiliation only with the Democratic Party, or (b) publicly indicated non-affiliation with any
political party for a period of at least one year prior to the endorsement meeting.

Section 8: No motion for endorsement shall carry and no contribution shall be authorized, at any District meeting, except by a two-thirds majority
vote of members present and voting.

Section 9: As used in these By-laws, the term “endorsement” shall include adoption of a position specifically opposed to a candidate or ballot issue.
ARTICLE XVII' i AMENDMENT AND SUSPENSION OF BYLAWS
Section 1: These Bylaws shall function continuously.

Section 2: These Bylaws may be amended by a two-thirds majority vote of members present and voting at a duly called District meeting after notice
as required by Article IV of these Bylaws.

Section 3: These Bylaws may be suspended only for the purpose of waiving the requirement of advance written submission of proposed resolutions
as set forth in Article XV of these Bylaws, which suspension must be supported by a two-thirds majority vote at a duly called meeting.

ARTICLE XVIII'i RULES OF ORDER

In any situation not expressly covered by the rules of higher Party authority or these Bylaws, Robert’s Rules of Order, Revised, most recent edition, shall pre-
vail.

2009 Endorsement Procedures

I. Endorsement Meeting Schedule

The general membership meeting held on January 15th, 2009 will consider endorsements for:

1. All candidate races on the February 2009 Election Ballot

The general membership meeting held on June 18th, 2009 will consider endorsements for:

1. All candidate races on the August 2009 Primary Election Ballot

2. All ballot measures on the August 2009 Primary Election Ballot

The general membership meeting held on August 20th, 2009 will consider endorsements for:

1. All candidate races that were not considered at the June 18th meeting

2. All candidate races where all endorsed candidates failed to advance to the November General Election Ballot

3. All ballot measures on the November General Election Ballot

The general membership meeting held on September 18, 2009 may consider endorsements for races and ballot measures on
the November General Election for which an endorsement has not yet been made or is not in effect.

II. Eligibility to Vote

To be eligible to vote, or to speak at the endorsement meeting, you must be either a 46th LD Precinct Committee Officer
(PCO), or a resident 46th District voter who has paid dues at least 21 days in advance of the endorsement meeting (received
or postmarked on or before May 28th for June 18th meeting, on or before July 30th for the August 21st meeting, and on or
before August 27th for the September 18th meeting). Persons who were paid members in good standing of the 46th District
Democrats in 2008 may renew their membership up to the time of the endorsement meeting and are exempt from the 21 day
advance deadline. For purposes of these endorsement procedures, PCOs and resident 46th District voters who have paid dues
at least 21 days in advance, or members from the previous year who renew prior to the meeting, shall be called “eligible vot-
ers”. For the January 15th meeting only, PCO’s and members in 2008 shall be eligible to vote at that meeting, and the 21-day
renewal timeline shall not apply. Voting by proxy is not allowed.

III. Eligibility for Endorsement

To be eligible for endorsement, per Article XVI, Section 7 of the bylaws, a candidate for partisan office must file as a De-
mocrat and declare affiliation only with the Democratic Party for a period of at least one year prior to the endorsement meet-
ing. For non-partisan races other than judicial races, a candidate must have (a) declared affiliation only with the Democratic
Party, or (b) publicly indicated non-affiliation with any political party for a period of at least one year prior to the endorse-
ment meeting. In addition, for a candidate to be eligible for consideration (with the exception of Presidential candidates) he/
she must sign and submit the King County Democrats’ candidate questionnaire. This questionnaire must be received by the
Chair of the 46th District Democrats by June 15th. For the January endorsement meeting, this must be received by January
10, 2009.(Check the King County Democrats' web page at kcdems.org for copies of the questionnaire.)

IV. Endorsement Requirements

Endorsements require a vote of 2/3 of the eligible voters present and voting. Abstentions are not considered votes, and will
not be counted in determining the number of votes cast. Voting will be by written ballots issued to eligible voters. (A vote by
show of hands may be called in the case of a Third Ballot as described in V.B.3.)

V. Endorsement Procedures — Candidates

Nominations

1. For each race with candidates, the floor will be open to nominations/seconds for all eligible candidates and “No Endorse-
ment”. Only eligible voters may make motions to endorse/nominate or speak on behalf of an endorsement/nomination. A
motion to close nominations shall be out of order.

2. For each motion to endorse, a nomination speech of no more than two minutes and a seconding speech of not more than
one minute will be allowed. Speakers shall identify themselves prior to making nomination speeches on behalf of any
candidate or ballot measure. Eligible voters may NOT cede their time to anyone ineligible to vote at the meeting. Mem-
bers will hear all nomination/seconding speeches on behalf of all candidates or “No Endorsement” for that race before
the vote.

3. All eligible candidates who are nominated and “No Endorsement” will be an option on the First Ballot.

Voting

1. First Ballot: Each eligible voter will vote for one nominated candidate or “No Endorsement.” If any nominated candidate
or “No Endorsement” receives 2/3, then that vote passes. If neither a candidate nor “No Endorsement” receives 2/3, then
we will move to a second ballot. (Note: In the case of a race with only one candidate, the First Ballot is eliminated and
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2. Second Ballot: The top two choices receiving votes from the First Ballot shall be on the Second Ballot.

Top two options are a candidate and “No Endorsement”: If either of the two options receives 2/3, then that vote passes. If
not, then no endorsement in the race is made.
Third Ballot: If no choice in the Second Ballot received 2/3, then a motion for dual endorsement will be entertained. This

motion must pass by 2/3. If not, then no endorsement in the race is made. A show of hands may be called in the case of a
Third Ballot.

VI. Endorsement Procedures — Ballot Measures

A. Nominations

1.

Ballot Measures include all initiatives, referenda, levies, and other races without candidates. The question to endorse a Bal-
lot Measure shall be considered in the form it would appear on the ballot. Nominations for a specific endorsement to sup-
port or oppose a Ballot Measure are not in order, as the endorsement—“Support”, “Reject” or “Take no position”—will be
determined by the voting.

For each motion to consider a Ballot Measure, a speech of not more than two minutes and a seconding speech of not more
than one minute will be allowed for each of the 3 positions “Support”, “Reject” and “Take no position”. Only eligible voters
may make motions to endorse/nominate or speak on behalf of an endorsement/nomination. Members will hear all speeches
for that Ballot Issue before the vote.

First Ballot: Each eligible voter will vote for “Support”, “Reject” or “Take no position”. If any option receives 2/3, then that
vote passes. If no option receives 2/3 we move to a Second Ballot.

Second Ballot: The top two choices between “Support”, “Reject” or “Take no position” will appear on the Second Ballot. If
either option receives 2/3, then that vote passes. If no option receives 2/3, then the position of the 46th District Democrats
will be “Take no position”.

VII.  Suspension of Endorsement Procedures

Any request to suspend these rules for a particular race or ballot issue must be made prior to the consideration of that
particular race or ballot issue. A 2/3 vote is needed for suspension of the rules. The requirement of needing a vote of
2/3 of the eligible voters present and voting for endorsement cannot be suspended.

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Proposed Rules for the January 15th Reorganization Meeting
of the 46th District Democrats

1. Sign-in required at check-in. Different colored
ballots issued for PCOs and Members in Good
Standing (non-PCOs).

2. Eligible voters shall be as follows:

APCOs elected in August 2008 Primary Election
and any PCO’s appointed at the January 15th
meeting (however, any appointed PCO’s will not
be eligible to vote for the Chair position)

AA1l Members in Good Standing for the 2008 cal-
endar year, i.e. members who paid their dues "at
least twenty-one (21) days in advance of the meet-
ing at which the vote is held." (On or before De-
cember 25, 2008). Members in Good Standing for
previous year (2008) may renew their membership
up to the day of the meeting and retain voting
rights for that meeting.

3. Meeting shall be called to order by the Tempo-
rary Chair. Temporary Chair shall preside until
election of new Chair.

4. Temporary Chair shall review Proposed Rules
with the body.

5. Credentials report.
6. Body shall vote to approve the meeting Rules.

7. Body shall vote to approve the Bylaws. (Note:
A more formal review and any proposed changes
to Bylaws will occur later 1st qtr ‘09)

8. Nominations of eligible candidates and elec-
tions shall be conducted in order for positions
listed in Article V, Sections 1 and 2, subject to the
requirements for eligible voters for each position.

9. Elections shall be conducted by secret ballot.
For positions where only one candidate is nomi-
nated, election may be conducted by show of cre-
dentials or voice vote.

10. Process for nominating and electing all posi-
tions, except At-Large positions, shall include the
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following:
ACall for nominations; close nominations.

Al minute nomination speech and 1 minute sec-
onding speech for all candidates; order of
speeches determined by order of nominations.

ASpeakers for all races may be PCOs, Members in
Good Standing or candidates.

AA majority vote is required to be elected to of-
fice.

AIf a race has more than two candidates and no
candidate receives a majority vote, then the top
two shall compete in

a run-off election.

11. Process for nominating and electing At-Large
positions shall include the following:

AcCall for nominations; close nominations.

Al minute nomination speech and 1 minute sec-
onding speech for all candidates; order of
speeches determined by order of nominations.

ASpeakers for all races may be PCOs, Members in
Good Standing or candidates.

AVoters MUST vote for five candidates on one
ballot. Ballots that do not have five candidates
named shall be considered spoiled and shall not be
counted.

ATop five vote getters are elected.

12. If an election results in a tie vote, then there
shall be one runoff between the tied candidates. If
the run-off election results in a tie vote, then the
winner shall be determined by lot.

13. Only one person shall be elected to and hold
any office listed in the bylaws.
