A panel discussion at the November 19 membership meeting featured three leaders in their fields who talked about 2010 
legislative priorities and the prospects and obstacles for health care and education reform in the upcoming Washington 
State legislative session.  

Panel members included Benjamin Lawyer, Political Director for the Washington State Labor Council, who is recognized 
statewide for his advocacy and campaign work; Lisa MacFarlane, President of the League of Education Voters and a lead-
ing voice in Washington State for K-12 funding and improvement; and Aaron Katz, Director of the Packard-Gates Popula-
tion Leadership Program and editor-in-chief of Northwest Public Health, who is well known across Washington State as a 
commentator on health care and reform. 

All three speakers agreed that an additional $2.6 billion shortfall in the Stateôs budget, coupled with an earlier $9 billion cut, 
means that the upcoming session will be ñdismal, tough, painful, and grim.ò  A recent poll indicating that 61% of Washington 
voters donôt believe that a budget problem exists further exacerbates the situation. 

After presentations by the panelists and a question and answer period, Chair Chad Lupkes asked the panel what 
46

th
 members could do to help in particular interests.  Katz suggested that members talk to people in their lives about the 

responsibility the State has to educate and to come up with an adequate revenue base.MacFarlane answered that schools 
need to be better funded and that changes need to be made in order to improve the quality of schools for all 
kids.  Lawyersuggested that we need to elect good people to the Legislature, to build good relationships, and to ask legisla-
tors what we can do to help. 

Chairôs Report.  Chair Lupkes reported that results of the general election were ñpretty good,ò as evidenced by the election 
of Dow Constantine as King County Executive, the defeat of Tim Eymanôs Initiative 1033, the support for Referendum 71, 
and the ñinterestingò Seattle mayoral race.  Lupkes thanked members for their hard work on the election and encouraged 
everyone to become involved in the many and varied committees of the 46

th
 District. 

Emergency Resolution.  A motion was made and passed to consider an emergency resolution on how to fill Dow Constan-
tineôs County Council 8

th
 District position after he takes office as King County Executive.  The resolution opposed appoint-

ment of a ñcaretakerò to fill vacancies in the King County Council and spelled out a process for filling such a vacancy.  After 
King County Councilmember Bob Ferguson explained the current process and further debate, members voted against the 
resolution. 

Legislative Action Committee (LAC).  Co-Chair Sarajane Siegfriedt discussed a handout of a draft for priority legislation in 
the upcoming 2010 legislative session.  The priority list will be finalized at the December meeting of the LAC. 

Cole Committee.  Chair Jan Ames reported that the Cole Fund Committee had received one grant application at the end of 
Round 1 filing.  Angie Weiss presented her project, ñDemocracy for America Training.ò Her request for $55 plus shipping/
handling to purchase two training DVDs was approved by the membership.  Members were encouraged to develop projects 
for Round 2.  Letters of Intent are due by December 31. 

Resolution on Disabilities Commission.  Chair Lupkes reported that the resolution to create a Seattle Disabilities Commis-
sion printed in the October Demogram did not require action, since the City Council already had passed the resolution. 

2010 Caucus Committee.  Chair Lupkes announced that a 2010 Caucus Committee will be formed to work on the caucus 
cycle.  No precinct caucuses will be held.  The Legislative District caucus will take place March 14, the County Convention 
April 10, and the State Convention June 26. Since precinct caucuses will not be held this year, Dean Fournier, chair of the 
Platform Committee, encouraged members to look online at the current platform and to send any suggestions to him so that 
the Committee can consider suggested changes. 

Magnuson Award.  As mentioned in the November Demogram, Chair Lupkes was named Volunteer of the Year at the 
Magnuson Awards dinner. 

Good of the Order.  Virginia Gunby announced that 12 of 14 members involved in a Legislative Workgroup had voted to 
support Plan A for the SR 520 Corridor.  The Workgroupôs report is scheduled to come out December 8.  Peter 
Shapiro, Outreach Chair, reminded members that the 46

th

Seattle's first historic district in 20 years.  Naval Air 

Station Seattle, now part of Magnuson Park, has 

become Seattle's first new historic district in 20 

years.  The effort was led by Lynn Ferguson (PCO of 

46-1957) who is active in Citizens for Sand Point 

Naval Station Historic District.   Lynn writes, “It is a 

fitting tribute to our service men and women that this 

base, so critical to our early aviation history and our 

defense in World War II should receive this national 

honor.”   

Northeast Seattle Neighbors' Sustainability 

Network. The group’s mission is “to support the 

transition of our community toward resilience and 

sustainability” by communication through an online 

network connecting residents of Seattle's Northeast 

area communities.  Current membership has now 

grown to over 200 of our neighbors.  Several events led 

by members of the Network (also known as 

Sustainable NE Seattle) have been posted on our 

Community Calendar, and more will follow as we learn 

about them.  

Compass Center builds a new facility for homeless 

veterans.  The Compass Center, which operates a 

residence for homeless women here in the 46th and 

several more nearby, has begun construction of a new 

facility in Renton for homeless veterans and their 

families. There will be 57 units, with occupancy in Fall 

2010.  Sen. Patty Murray has been a staunch supporter 

of the project, and a provision in the federal stimulus 

legislation cleared the way for final capital 

funding.  This will be the fourth Compass residence for 

homeless vets in our community.

It was lovely to see so many of you at Malalai Joya's 

speech at Seattle First Baptist Church. And the 

opening sarod music by James Whetzel was a nice 

treat. Isn't Malalai an electrifying speaker? She speaks 

absolute truth to power, and I don't know when I've 

seen so much truth displayed with such clarity. 

Among my favorites: "You cannot donate 

democracy."  

 

Far from being worn down by spending her life in war

-torn Afghanistan and refugee camps in Pakistan, 

beginning in her teens Malalai has come out fighting 

hard for women's education and for peace and justice 

in her country. She has no illusions about who is 

doing what in Afghanistan. Having been the youngest 

person ever elected to the Loya Jirga (national 

parliament) she was soon evicted for publicly listing 

her criminal co-parliamentarians, and it's perfectly 

clear to her what the western powers intend for 

Afghanistan. She is the voice of the common people 

who wish to be free of this nightmare largely caused 

by foreign meddling.  

 

Attending Malalai's events is interesting. She is 

serious and intent on her words. There is never a smile 

as she speaks and takes questions. Then, when you go 

to get your book signed afterward you discover what a 

friendly, self-effacing person she is. But there is very 

little time for conversation as she is here to work. 

Malalai spent about 30 hours in Washington State. In 

that time she spoke and signed her books at four very 

well-attended events in Tacoma, Seattle, and 

Bellingham, and gave at least five interviews. Her 

entire US tour is this way. While Malalai must get 

tired sometimes she never lets on because she is so 

dedicated to her work and her people. Then too, there 

have already been several attempts on her life, and she 

understands that she has to work fast. Another one of 

her sayings is: "You can cut down the flower, but you 

cannot stop spring from coming." 

 

Financially, Malalai's time here in Washington was a 

great success. She raised over $10,000 in donations 

and book sales. Enough to build and supply a school 

in Afghanistan. We can be proud of ourselves and our 

neighbors for donating so generously. Nevertheless, it 

is up to us, those Americans who heard her message, 

to push our elected representatives to do right by 

Afghanistan: stop the military occupation, and support 

rebuilding the communities with jobs, justice, health 

care, and infrastructure.

Adopted 12/13/2009 

 

1. Revenue 

Repeal I-960 and raise revenue to provide adequate funding for vital state services – 

repeal provisions requiring supermajority votes to approve tax and revenue issues, raise 

at least $1.7 billion in revenue. 

 

2. Tax Reform 

Repeal non-performing corporate tax breaks, sunset all tax exemptions every 10 years 

Implement a state income tax on millionaires 

 

3. Banking, Foreclosure and Predatory Lending Reform   

Require lenders to use mediation, require proper maintenance of foreclosed homes, give 

homeowners right to rent former homes, increase state enforcement powers, and give 

whistle-blower protections to employees at lending institutions. 

Establish a public Washington State Bank similar to North Dakota’s for infrastructure 

 

4. Human Services  

“Disability Lifeline”--Protect poverty programs: Temporary Assistance for Needy 

Families (TANF), Apple Health for kids, Basic Health, Emergency Food Assistance, 

Medicaid, mental health, substance abuse treatment and General Assistance for people 

with disabilities 

Prohibit source of income (e.g., Sec. 8) as a means to discriminate 

Pass Fair Tenant Screening Act to regulate screeners and make reports go for 60 days 

 

5. Housing  

Promote State Housing Trust Fund at 50% of previous level of effort (or $50 million) as 

a shovel-ready jobs bill 

Workforce Housing Fund–construct or purchase 25,000 rental units through housing 

authorities for working families at or below 80% of median income 

Homebuilding Revitalization Act –give homeowners recourse to remedy defects in new 

homes that need repair 

 

6. Environmental Priorities: 

Invest in Clean Water Bill (HB 1640) raise funds for clean water infrastructure and 

storm water control by imposing a per-barrel fee on petroleum products.
