he January 2010 membership meeting of the 46™
District Democrats featured a Community Action
Fair, a talk by a new Seattle Deputy Mayor, the
passage of three resolutions/motions, and the
usual committee reports.

Members observed a moment of silence to honor activist
member Keith Shierk, who died early in December.

Election of Committee Members for State Convention.
The following members were elected by acclamation to
serve on committees for the Washington State Democratic
State Convention: Rules Committee: John Webber;

Platform Committee: Dean Fournier; Credentials
Committee: Antonia Gonzales.
School Levy Endorsement. Members voted

overwhelmingly to endorse the two expiring school
levies up for renewal February 9. Proposition 2 renews
the operations levy, while Proposition 1 provides capital
funds for buildings and technology.

Deputy Mayor, Deputy Mayor for Communities Darryl
Smith (206-233-7893 or darryl.smith@seattle.qov)

reported on plans that the new administration has to
ratchet up civic engagements, as well as how the City and
organizations can work together to build social capital. A
community meeting facilitated by former Mayor Norm Rice
will be held at Northgate Elementary School at 7 p.m. on
March 1. Smith urged citizens to keep the new
administration accountable, transparent, and creditable.
His remarks were followed by a brief question and answer
period.

Community Action Fair. The meeting was recessed for 30
minutes so that members could visit 16 staffed exhibits
covering a wide variety of agencies. Please see our
website for a list of presenters.

Platform Development. Platform Chair Dean Fournier
explained that the 46" platform does not contain a section
on local issues. With no precinct caucuses this year, the
Committee is seeking grassroots input in other ways.
Sticky notes were distributed so that members could write
down ideas for local issues, and then all suggestions were
posted. A platform hearing will be held Saturday,
February 6, at 10 a.m. at Olympic View Church. Everyone
is invited!

Elections Committee. Goal of the Committee is to improve
the structure of the Precinct Committee Officers (PCO),
including Area Coordinators. The position of PCO
Coordinator will be moved from the Membership to the
Elections Committee. A formal proposal will be presented
at the February membership meeting.

Legislative Action. Co-chair Sarajane Siegfriedt reported
that the most important message in the King County
Legislative Action agenda is to raise revenue rather than
to continue cutting essential social services. The
Legislative Action
be Monday, February 15. A PCO training will be held that
day, as well as the annual crab feed that evening.

Committeeds

rde a r & r oreasiRer ftanr Moffett reported that
the District carried over approximately $9,000, with around
$11,000 now on hand, excluding the Cole Fund. The
Districtbos bank account has
BECU. Janet Miller moved to donate $500 to the Schools
First levy campaign. The motion was passed
overwhelmingly.

Cole Fund. Chair Jan Ames reported that the Committee
had received no Letters of Intent for Round 2, so the
Committee is working on a new approach to find the
answer to this
l'i ke in 5, 10, or 20
meet with 46™ members, politicians, legislators, council
members, and educators for assistance in finding an
answer to the question. Then the Committee will request
proposals to specifically target the goals that are set.

Membership. Chair Betty Means reported that the
organization currently has 236 members. Membership in
higher level categories has increased considerably since
2006: Friends of the 46" ($46) 22 vs. 7; 4600 Club ($100)
29 vs. 8; plus three $500 benefactors.

Platform/Resolutions/Bylaws. The Committee is taking
comments at general meetings and online. A resolution
called Raising Revenue Rather than Cutting Essential
Services was drafted by Siegfriedt at the request of State
Chair Dwight Pelz in response to the need to fill a state
budget gap of $2.6 million. The resolution requests that
the Legislature raise at least two-thirds of the deficit,
establish a system of sunsetting underperforming tax
exemptions, and begin work on a high-ear ner s o
tax. The resolution was passed unanimously.

Community Action.  Outreach Chair Peter Shapiro
continues to meet with Community Councils, and he plans
to target outreach efforts to local labor unions and the
Chamber of Commerce. He was thanked for his continuing
outstanding job of reaching community organizations and
organizing the eveningods
2010 Caucus. Plans are well underway for the 2010
Legislative District Caucus to be held March 14 at 1 p.m.
at Ingraham High School. Purpose of the meeting will be
to elect delegates to the State convention in Vancouver on
June 26 and to adopt a platform. Proposed rules for
electing delegates and conducting the platform debate are
posted on the 46" website for comment. Although the
doors will open at 11:30 and the meeting will start at
12:15, no voting on delegates will take place before 1 p.m.
per the state rules.

County and State Conventions. The King County
Convention will be held Saturday, April 10. The State
Convention is Saturday, June 26, in Vancouver.

State Party Meeting. The State Party winter meeting will
be held January 30 at the downtown Convention Center.
Hospitality suites will be open on Friday evening, January
29, at the Seattle Hilton. This is the first time since 1996
that a State Central Committee meeting has been held in
King County.

Lobby Day in Olympia

Last month, we published the agenda of the King
County Democrats Legislative Action Day. This
month you can help push that priority list in
Olympia by attending our Legislative Action Day.

On Monday, February 15th, the King County LAC
extends an invitation for everyone to come down
to Olympia for a training session on how to Lobby
for our priorities in the Legislature, and to hear
from the Governor and our Elected Officials who
are working on the Budget and other legislation.
This includes a working lunch where a parade of
Representatives and Senators come to talk to us
about what they are excited about and working on.

Make arrangements to meet with your
representatives after lunch so you can have
valuable face to face time with the people making
decisions on our state priorities!

For more information about the event how you can
help push our priorities, please contact the LAC co
-chairs, Sarajane Siegfriedt & Steve Zemke.
Here is one specific action that you can take today:
Support State Housing Trust Fund: HB 2906
Please contact your State Representatives and ask

them to support this jobs bill. Then ask your
friends and neighbors.

Reasons:

e The State Housing Trust fund was cut from
$100 million a year to zero in 2010, leaving
projects representing 2,000 units of low-income
housing in the pipeline, ready to go. The need
for low-income housing is urgent.

e These projects are typically matched 4:1 with
public and private funds, including the Seattle
Housing Levy, so this represents $500 million
in construction funding, with Housing Trust
Fund as the crucial seed money.

e House Bill 2906 is funded by closing a
loophole in the property transfer tax that now
excludes secondary sales of mortgages by
banks. It costs $62 each and is being fought by
banks, although it would have no impact on
consumers.

e This is the best jobs bill they could pass,
because construction is the hardest-hit segment
of our economy, over one-third of our lost jobs,
and contractors will be put to work
immediately. These projects are vetted and
prioritized and are literally shovel-ready.

We hear that Sen. Joe McDermott (D-34) will be
introducing a companion bill in the Senate. Please
watch for this and then contact our Senator.
