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Making Our Voice More Effective

Jason Sawatzki
Elections Committee Co-Chair

Last year the Elections Committee made an impor-
tant first step in improving our efficiency in our elec-
tions efforts by collecting and analyzing our door-
belling efforts against the election results. | will go
into the details of this analysis at a later date, but
for now | want to bring up the two conclusions that
the analysis offered as potential ways to improve
our effectiveness: 1) have more PCOs in more pre-
cincts knocking on more doors (duh), and 2) make
a more effective pitch about our endorsed candi-
dates and ballot measure positions to those voters
we do contact. The former is something Javier and
his soon to be appointed set of regional organizers
will be taking on. The later is something that the
committee spent some time dissecting.

We looked long and hard at our methods in previ-
ous years with regards to literature distribution, and
made some observations:

Organizing the collation and distribution of litera-
ture is a colossal undertaking tying up valu-
able resources. It
coordinate between dozens of campaigns,
many volunteers, and scores of PCOs. All
of these peopl ebs ti
semble and prepare our message rather
than deliver it to voters.

Our Literature Distribution is financially expen-
sive to both campaigns and our district.
Campaigns can spend several thousand
dollars on literature just for our district, and
the cost of staff time coordinating the deliv-
ery of this literature to us is significant.

Our PCOs receive their literature in raw form
and have to spend their own time assem-
bling it. This is time they are not spending

me

contacting voters.

Most voters, for all this for all this effort, come
home to find a pile of paper on their door-
step, along with a useful sample ballot listing
who we endorsed, but not why we endorsed
them. While many of our voters spend the
time to look carefully at each piece of litera-
ture and make a judgment based on that
information, it is questionable whether this is
the majority.

Given these observations the newly reorganized
Elections Committee will be working on a proposal
to solve some of these shortcomings, and make our
message more effective to the voters in our district.
There are many details to work out, but here is the
basic shape of the idea.

We wi | | print a
member written articles explaining why the
candidates were endorsed, and we will pay
for the additional cost of this printing
through candidate advertisements which
will substitute for the thousands of pieces of
literature they have provided in the past.
This would simultaneously ease the work-
loa@l Bri ofganizétsNreducd thé doggsdol e
campaigns, be revenue neutral to the dis-
trict, ease prep work for PCOs, and on top
of it &Il Yefivér ajmoré dohertert an@ com-
pelling message to voters. The goal re-
mains the same, to get out the vote for our
candidates and ballot measures.

Later this month the Elections Committee will meet
to determine the particulars of this proposal as well
as lay the foundation for our Regional (or Area) Co-
ordinators. | would like to invite anyone who is in-
teresting in participating to check the calendar on
our website for our meeting dates and attend.
