After the scheduled speaker and the 46th District legislators 
were unable to attend the March 18 membership meeting, 
the evening was devoted to committee reports and passage 
of two resolutions. 

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Bill Bloch. 

/ƘŀƛǊΩǎ wŜǇƻǊǘΦ  Chair Chad Lupkes reported that a last-
minute change in King County Executive Dow /ƻƴǎǘŀƴǘƛƴŜΩǎ 
schedule made it impossible for him to be at the meeting.  In 
addition, because of the extended Legislative session, 46th 
District legislators were unable to attend the 
meeting.  Lupkes encouraged Democrats to attend the King 
County Democratic caucus at the IAM Union Hall in South 
Park on April 10. 

Elections Committee.  Jason Sawatzki encouraged volunteers 
to attend the March 25 meeting of the Elections 
Committee.  After analyzing recent election results, Sawatzki 
concluded that walking the precincts makes a significant 
difference in the election outcome.  The Committee is 
planning a 46th 5ƛǎǘǊƛŎǘ ǾƻǘŜǊǎΩ ƎǳƛŘŜΣ ŀƴŘ ǇƻƭƛŎȅ ƛǎǎǳŜǎ ŀǊŜ 
being worked out.  The sample ballot will be part of the 
ƎǳƛŘŜΩǎ ŎƻǾŜǊΦ   PCO filing will take place online the first week 
of June, with the primary election August 17.  

Legislative Action Committee (LAC).  Co-Chair Sarajane 
Siegfriedt ǊŜǾƛŜǿŜŘ ǘƘŜ YƛƴƎ /ƻǳƴǘȅ 5ŜƳƻŎǊŀǘǎΩ ƭŜƎƛǎƭŀǘƛǾŜ 
priorities.  She reported that the Economic Opportunity 
Institute has provided good background research on tax 
policy.  ²ŀǎƘƛƴƎǘƻƴ {ǘŀǘŜΩǎ ǘŀȄ ǎǘǊǳŎǘǳǊŜ ƛǎ ƻƴŜ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ Ƴƻǎǘ 
regressive of the 50 states.  Co-Chair Steve Zemke invited 
members to the regular meetings of the LAC, with the next 
meeting March 21.   

Finance Committee.  Treasurer Stan Moffett reported that 
income exceeded expenses for the month and year to 
date.  Over $600 was collected at the Legislative District 
caucus, in addition to about $240 from food sales.  The

the guide will cover part of the cost. 

Raymond Cole Committee.  Chair Jan Ames reported that 
three Committee members had spoken with Governor Mike 
Lowry, and a meeting is being scheduled with David Domke, 
Chair of the Department of Communication at the University 
of Washington.    Angie Weiss, who purchased training DVDs 
with a grant from the Cole Fund, reported that a training 
session for PCOs will be held Saturday, March 27, from 12-
3:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Library.  Everyone is welcome to 
attend. 

Membership Committee.   Chair Betty Means reported that 
current membership totals 353 members, which compares 
well with membership in 2006, the most recent comparable 
year in the four-year cycle. 

Pie Raffle.  The two winners were Pat Emerson and Antonia 

Gonzales. 

Platform and Resolutions.  The platform and three resolutions 
(trade policy, funding for Venema Creek, and voting facilities 
for disabled voters) which were passed at the Legislative 
5ƛǎǘǊƛŎǘ ŎŀǳŎǳǎ ŀǊŜ ǇƻǎǘŜŘ ƻƴ ǘƘŜ 5ƛǎǘǊƛŎǘΩǎ ǿŜōǎƛǘŜΦ   

Additional Resolutions.  A motion was passed to substitute a 
new version rather than the version printed in the Demogram 
and then the following resolution was passed:  The resolution 
urges our legislative delegation, the Legislature, and 
Governor Chris Gregoire to 1) bring about an immediate 
repeal of the special tax exemptions for the Centralia Power 
Plant and 2) to phase out all use of coal for electricity 
production in Washington by 2020.  In addition, the 
resolution urges the Governor to focus special attention on 
finding and encouraging employers to establish 
manufacturing plants in Lewis County and around the state in 
order to provide more living-wage jobs for Washington 
residents. 

A second resolution was considered, amended, and 
passed.  The resolution urges the legislative delegation and 
Governor Gregoire to support and approve revenues 
ŀŘŜǉǳŀǘŜ ǘƻ ǇǊƻǘŜŎǘ ²ŀǎƘƛƴƎǘƻƴΩǎ ŜŎƻƴƻƳƛŎ ŦǳǘǳǊŜ ōȅ 
preventing further erosion of essential public programs that 
residents value most.  In addition, the resolution urges the 
legislative delegation and Governor Gregoire to close unfair 
tax loopholes and to identify new non-regressive revenue 
sources sufficient to stabilize funding for essential public 
services. 

State Party Report.   State Committeeman John Webber 
suggested that members go to the State Party website to look 
at the schedule for the State Convention June 26. 

King County Report.  King County Female Representative 
Erica Minshull encouraged members to fill out their census 
form and mentioned that the census may create a new 
Congressional District in the state. 

Video.  A video produced for the House Democratic Caucus 
was played.  The video is available on the 46th website. 

Judicial Candidates.  Steve Rosen, who is running for Seattle 
Municipal Court Position 3, reviewed his endorsements and 
his experience as a prosecutor and work in his own law firm, 
specializing in criminal defense.  He has been a judge pro tem 
in various cities.  Charlie Wiggins is running against 
incumbent Richard Sanders for Supreme Court Justice 
Position 6.  Wiggins referred the group to the website 
votingforjudges.com, which gives information on all judicial 
candidates.   

Good of the Order.  Announcements included notice about a 
march against the war, a petition to Mayor Mike McGinn to 
save trees at Ingraham High School, and a complaint about 
the lack of wheelchair accessible bathrooms at Ingraham High 
School.

If you‟ve ever wondered what Seattle‟s District 

Councils are, or what they do, you‟re not alone.  Not 

that they‟re secret.  One of your neighbors probably 

attends their monthly meetings and would be more 

than happy to communicate with you about them. 

 

Here are the basics: the Seattle Department of 

Neighborhoods maintains liaison with thirteen 

District Councils, which are composed of many 

local community groups such as neighborhood 

councils and clubs.  There are three District 

Councils in the 46th LD.  We post the specific time 

and location of their evening meetings on our North 

Seattle Community Calendar, but this is the usual 

schedule: 

 

Northeast District Council  - first Thursdays  

North District Council - first Wednesdays  

Northwest District Council - fourth Wednesdays 

  

Each of the thirteen District Councils has a 

representative on the City Neighborhood Council 

(CNC), a citizen-led advisory group. “The CNC's 

purpose is to provide city-wide coordination for the 

Neighborhood Matching Fund, Neighborhood 

Budget Prioritization, and Neighborhood Planning 

programs,” according to the Department of 

Neighborhoods website.  “The CNC also provides a 

[public] forum for discussion of common 

neighborhood issues.”  

Dean Fournier, Sylvester Cann, and I began 

attending the meetings of our three North Seattle 

District Councils last fall.   Our function is to be the 

“eyes and ears” of the 46th Dems in order to learn 

more about the concerns of our constituents, and to 

develop relationships with neighborhood leaders.  

The District Council meetings have provided forums 

for small group discussions with City Council 

members about their priorities, often leading to 

“frank” conversations with our elected officials.  

The meetings have also provided a mechanism for 

gathering neighborhood input on such matters as 

establishing local priorities for Seattle Department 

of Transportation projects in the affected 

neighborhoods. 

Our website lists the community groups that are in 

each of the three North Seattle District Councils (see 

“Links” then “Community”).  We are currently 

working with the Department of Neighborhoods to 

update that list, and to develop a mechanism for 

posting Council agendas and minutes on our 

website.  Sylvester, Dean, and I would be happy to 

provide further information about the Councils, such 

as contact information for the representative from 

your immediate neighborhood.   Our telephone 

numbers appear on page 2, or look for us on third 

Thursdays.
