Minutes of the April meeting were approved by a voice
vote.

Judicial Candidate Forum. The following judicial
candidates currently running in uncontested races
spoke about their candidacy: Michael Spearman:
Court of Appeals (Division 1, Position 2); Jean
Rietschel: King County Superior Court; Anne Harper:
King County District Court (Position 5); Steve Rosen:
Seattle Municipal Court (Position 10); and Willie
Gregory (represented by his wife Alice): Seattle
Municipal Court (Position 5). After short speeches,
candidates were asked and responded to a number of
guestions. Later in the meeting John Rule spoke on
behalf of Charlie Wiggins (who was out of town), who
is running for State Supreme Court.

Tribute to Ken Jacobsen. Chair Lupkes introduced
and thanked State Senator Jacobsen, who explained
to the group that because of health issues he will not
run for re-election. He said that he is proud of his
record and his community and that he plans to work
with nonprofit organizations. Jacobsen thanked State
Representatives Phyllis Kenney and Scott White for
their work in the community and in the Legislature.

District candidates for the State Legislature were
introduced: Scott White, running for the upcoming
vacant Senate seat; David Frockt, running for the
upcoming vacant House Position 1; and Phyllis
Gutierrez Kenney, running for re-election in House
Position 2. All three candidates were asked questions
about highest priority issues in the Legislature, how to
close the budget gap, what day job each candidate
held and how their jobs affected their work as an
elected official, how school systems should evaluate
teachers, and which of their most significant
accomplishments had advanced progressive values.
