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Grocery Bargaining 2007 
Grocery workers tell employers to 

 “Share the Success” 

 

Grocery workers, sitting at the bargaining table during 
the current 2007 grocery contract negotiations, are mak-
ing it clear to their employers across the table that they 
want these big three grocery chain employers serving the 
Puget Sound area, to share the success.  

“As employees, we work extremely hard all year ‘round 
to assure our employers’ success,” said Michael Ashlock, 
night crew worker at Roosevelt’s QFC in Seattle and a 
member of United Food and Commercial Workers Union 
(UFCW). “Now, it’s their turn to show us how important 
we are to the success of the enterprise.”  

Ashlock and other workers at the table say the 2007 Gro-
cery contract needs to reflect the success of their em-
ployers and include reasonable wage and benefit in-
creases for the workers. The big chains involved in cur-
rent negotiations are Kroger (Fred Meyer and QFC), Safe-
way and Albertsons’. 
These grocery chains in the Puget Sound region rank in 
the top 50 richest companies in the nation, according to 
Fortune Magazine, the publication that made its Fortune 
500 a household name.  

In 2006, Safeway and Kroger’s local sales figures came 
in at around $2 Billion. Safeway leads in the regional 
market with over 25% of the market share. 

Who helped make all this possible? The workers say they 
did…at the check-out counter; in the produce depart-
ment; at the deli counter; in the meat department; in the 
stockroom. They claim the contributions they made to 
the success of their companies made a big difference 
every day.  

But the big chains are expected to propose cutting vaca-
tions, overtime pay, wages and benefits. These employ-
ers are increasingly restricting health care eligibility and 
shifting health care costs onto their employees.  

“I’m proud to serve our customers,” says Margaret Rose, 
courtesy clerk at Seattle’s Roosevelt Safeway store. “I’m 
proud of our brands; I like our store and the people in it. 
I want to continue to be proud,” she says, “and I will …if 
we get fairness during this contract negotiation.”  

Bargaining began on March 15th and will continue, these 
workers say, until they get a fair share of their em-
ployer’s success.  More information and regular updates

Meeting Tips — 

 Each meeting should follow an “order of 
business” set by the Chair before the meet-
ing.   See Sarah Corbin Robert, Henry M. Robert 
III, William J. Evans, Daniel H. Honemann, Thomas 
J. Balch, eds., ROBERT'S RULES OF ORDER NEWLY RE-
VISED, at 340 (10th ed. 2000); BYLAWS OF THE 
KCDCC § 4.4(3) (Chair shall “provide for the call 
and proposed agenda for all meetings of the 
KCDCC”).   
 A standard “order of business” would include 
the following items: (1) minutes (read aloud, 
unless they were sent to all members in advance; 
corrected; and approved); (2) officers and standing 
committees’ reports; (3) special committees’ re-
ports; (4) special orders; (5) unfinished business 
and general orders; and (6) new business.  See 
ROBERT’S, at 342; see generally id. at 340-351.   
 The agenda may further specify, e.g., a list 
of “all known reports which are expected to be pre-
sented,” the times at which they will be discussed, 
etc.  Id. at 342.  An item may be taken out of its 
proper order only if the assembly adopts a motion 
to suspend the rules by a two-thirds or greater 
vote.   Id. at 349-350.  The Chair cannot herself 
depart from the order of business without a two-
thirds vote from the assembly.  Id. at 352.

King County Precinct Size 
 

Whereas, King County is intent on changing the voting 
system from poll sites to mail-in ballots, and 
 
Whereas, Section D. of K.C.C. 1.12.010 requires that, "in 
balancing precincts, voting precincts shall be constructed 
so as to consist of between two hundred and four hun-
dred registered voters", and  
 
Whereas, RCW 29A.16.040 states that "Precincts in 
which voting machines or electronic voting devices are 
used may contain as many as nine hundred active regis-
tered voters.", and "In determining the number of active 
registered voters for the purposes of this section, per-
sons who are ongoing absentee voters under RCW 
29A.40.040 shall not be counted.", and 
 
Whereas, Precinct Committee Officers (PCO's) are the 
foundation and backbone of the political party system in 
the state of Washington, and 
 
Whereas, it is already difficult for PCO's to engage, edu-
cate, and empower all of the voters in a precinct within 
the current county limits, and 
 
Whereas, it is in the interest of State and County Govern-
ment to ensure that people have opportunities to express 
their opinions on how their tax dollars should be spent, 
and 
 
Whereas, it is not in the interest of the political party 
system to make the jobs of our PCO's harder than it al-
ready is. 
 
Therefore be it resolved, that the King County Democrats 
request that the State Legislature amend the RCW to set 
the maximum number of voters in a precinct to 500 reg-
istered voters regardless of which voting method they 
use to cast their vote, and 
 
Therefore be it resolved, that the King County Democrats 
request that the King County Council amend the King 
County Code to set the maximum number of voters in a 
precinct to 500 registered voters regardless of which  
voting method they use to cast their vote.

A.   General 
1. The KCDCC or the KCDCC Executive Board may make en-

dorsements on behalf of the KCDCC. 
2. All members of the KCDCC Executive Board shall be given 

written notice at least ten days in advance of any meeting at 
which candidate endorsements may be made. 

3. KCDCC Executive Board voting members as defined in the 

 

4. More than one candidate for the same office may be en- 
        dorsed.  A motion to endorse a particular candidate for a  
        given office shall not exclude further motions to endorse  
        other candidates for that same office. 
5.  Regular endorsements are considered after the close of  
        candidate filing. 
6.  Early endorsements may be made after a candidate has  
        filed appropriate forms with the Washington State Public  
        Disclosure Commission.  Candidates challenging non- 
        Democratic incumbents and previously endorsed Democratic 
        or non-partisan incumbents may be considered for an early  
        endorsement. 
 

B.    Criteria for Endorsement 
1. To be eligible for endorsement, a candidate must file as a 

Democrat or in the case of non-partisan races other than 
races for judicial positions, must identify themselves as a 
Democrat.  Judicial candidates must show support of  

        Democratic principles. 
1. A candidate must complete the “2007 General Question-

naire” or the “2007 Judicial Questionnaire” and follow the 
submission procedure on the KCDCC website, 
www.kcdems.org, to be considered for regular endorsement.  
The candidates’ responses to the questionnaires will be 
posted at the website. 

 

C.    Legislative Candidate Endorsement 
1. No KCDCC endorsement shall be made for any legislative 

district candidate unless the legislative district organization 
endorsements have taken place at least four days before the 
scheduled KCDCC endorsements. 

2. No KCDCC endorsement shall be made for any legislative 
district candidate prior to the legislative district organization 
considering endorsement of the position provided the legisla-
tive district organization is duly organized and functioning. 

 

D.    Requirements for Endorsement 
1. At least two-thirds majority vote of the Executive Board mem-

bers present and voting (not counting abstentions) shall be 
required to endorse. 

2. A candidate, candidates, or ballot issue position shall be con-
sidered for endorsement upon a motion from a  KCDCC 
executive committee member. 

 a.  Each candidate seeking endorsement of the KCDCC 
 or a campaign paid staff member will be given one min- 
 ute to make a statement.  Time will be allowed for ques- 
 tions and answers, one minute each. 
 b.  Voting members of the KCDCC executive committee 
 may make a one-minute statement for or against the 
 motion to endorse with no more than three members 
 speaking for or against in turn (i.e., for / against, for /
 against, for / against). 
 

E.    KCDCC Endorsement 
1. Endorsed candidates shall receive a formal letter indicating 

they may use the KCDCC name and endorsement in any and 
all literature. 

2. Endorsed candidates names and contact information shall be 
posted on the KCDCC website, www.kcdems.org.  Other 
resources may be made available to the endorsed candi-
dates.
