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PARKS AND RECREATION COALITION
ASKS FOR A KCDCC ENDORSEMENT

The King County Council voted with strong and
enthusiastic support (with all five Democrats voting in
favor) to put a carefully tailored parks levy package on
the August 21st ballot. The Parks and Recreation Coali-
tion (PARC) is organizing in support of the proposal.

Parks, open space, trails and ball fields are criti-
cal to the high quality of life enjoyed in King County. That
is why hundreds of thousands of people a year across
King County enjoy the recreational opportunities and en-
vironmental benefits the system of more than 180 parks
spread over more than 25,000 acres, as well as 175
miles of regional trials, provides.

The package, consisting of a renewal of the parks
maintenance levy and a small open space companion
levy, will allow improved maintenance in the parks while
making important new green space and trail acquisitions
critical to protecting the natural environment and water
quality in our rivers, streams and the Puget Sound.

Each of these levies, assessed at a rate of five
cents per $1,000 of assessed value, will cost a household
in a typical $400,000 home only $20 per year. It is
such a small investment, yet it means so much in ensur-
ing that our parks thrive and grow to meet the needs of
future generations.

motion, and direct your comments to the Chair,
you may speak a second time after all other
speakers finished, and you may speak a third time
if passed by motion to suspend rules with 2/3
vote; (7) Chair will put the question by asking “Are
you ready for the question?” and a vote will be
taken if there is no more debate; (8) Chair will an-
nounce the results.

Council calls for review of election security plans

by citizens and experts

The Metropolitan King County Council today unanimously called for three separate panels to examine
proposed plans for the security of King County’s election process. “Citizens haven’t been shy about ex-
pressing their concerns regarding elections security and voting by mail—particularly the security of our
voting equipment, software, and electronic security systems,” said Council member Larry Phillips, prime
sponsor of the motion. “"This motion asks for independent computer, security, and elections experts to
scrutinize our elections security plan in order to make a good plan even stronger. We need to assure vot-
ers that from start to finish, every step will be taken to protect their vote.” “This is a natural extension
of legislation we adopted asking the executive to submit for council review and approval proposals for
the purchase of new election equipment and software,” said Council member Julia Patterson. “In exercis-
ing the Council’s oversight function, we can assure voters that their ballot, and the process to collect and
count it, is safe.” “Computer technology has opened a new avenue for electronic tampering and fraud. It
makes sense to let experts with specialized knowledge take a look at how we’re trying to protect our
election system,” said Council member Bob Ferguson. “Each panel will bring a unique perspective to the
review and the result will be a thorough, comprehensive look at what will work and what we need to im-
prove.” “The Elections Section has worked hard to incorporate suggested improvements to ensure that
we continue to have a safe, secure and reliable election process,” said Council member Dow Constantine.
“This panel system will provide a high level of scrutiny as we weigh the purchase of hew equipment and
institute new election security measures.”

The motion approved by the Council calls for the formation of two separate panels to review the execu-
tive's proposals for purchasing new election equipment and software. The members of the panels would
be experts in computer and election security and election officials. The motion also calls for a third panel,
the King County Citizens' Election Oversight Committee (CEOC), to review the election equipment and
software proposals from a security standpoint and solicit input from citizens on election security con-
cerns. The CEOC presents an annual report to the Council on election activities and makes recommenda-
tions for improving elections processes, performance and accountability.
