7:05 p.m. Announcements 
The chair proposed that we provide support to the Lewis County Democrats for their cleanup activity day, April

Resolutions: In Joel Ware’s absence, Sarajane Siegfriedt presented two resolutions that were referred to the Plat-
form/Resolutions Committee.  Motion #1: The committee recommended Do Pass a resolution on seating the Flor-
ida and Michigan Delegates. Two amendments (to eliminate to offer of DNC funds and to eliminate the “do-over” 
and enforce the rules) were defeated. The motion PASSED. 
 

The committee recommended Do Not Pass to a resolution to eliminate Democratic Party caucuses in favor of a 
presidential primary. There was one person in favor. The Chair had numerous calls complaining about caucuses, 
which was unfortunate.  The Resolutions committee had more resolutions regarding this issue than any other. We 
need to be prepared to address it in our LD Caucuses.  The King County Democrats website has and online facility 
for entering comments on platform items and resolutions 
 

Emily Willoughby – Elections Vice Chair needs more poll workers and observers, since we will be poll voting for 
another year or so. 
 

State Committee Man, Javier Valdez,  reported on the State Committee. 
 
Chuck Laney, Treasurer reported that the first two months of 2008, we brought in over $10,000 and spent 
$9,000.   Balance is $2,126. Paid members this year: 143. 
 

Tina Shamseldin - Legislative Action Committee:  We had 15 legislators join us for the lunch at the Capitol on 
President’s Day. The Governor joined us for half an hour.  The Local option public campaign finance bill is being 
heard in House committee tomorrow and is very close to final passage. 
 

Chad Lupkes has posted precinct-level maps for every county in Western Washington except for Lewis County. 
 

Judith Hine is seeing many announced candidates and will have a formal report next month. 
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Linnea Peterson’s Endorsement Committee will meet in Seattle, February 27th. 
 
District Reports: 
47th had over 3,000 at their caucuses—many more than ever. 
 

41st LD had 8,147 attend caucuses, triple the previous number, and filled every delegate slot. As a result, they ar-
ranged a larger venue for their LD caucus. They added 27 PCOs and have 20 more potential. They recruited about 
50 neighborhood leaders, and had 100 Democrats at their February meeting in Bellevue. 
 
34th had 10,737 attendees, 4th in the state.  They challenge other LDs to donate $1,000 to KCDCC. They’ve  
exceeded their record by adding 640 new members at the caucus.  Peter Goldmark will be addressing their March 
meeting. 
 
30th LD increased attendance from 660 to over 2,500.   
 
32nd LD pays membership for Young Democrats.  She introduced Chris Eggan who was elected Shoreline City  
Council member.  Cindy Ryu is the first Korean American woman to be a mayor in the U.S.  
 
36th had over 18,000 attend, and a five-inch stack of voter registrations. 
 
43rd had 20,090 attend caucuses, vs. 9,000 in 2004.  Elected over 1,300 delegates, and registered over 900 people 
to vote. 
 
37th had 4 times the turnout, registered 1,000 voters and had over 12,000 attendees.  Alec Stephens reminded us 
of affirmative action role in delegate selection.  We need to be proactive. 
 
45th had record numbers as well.  They had 6,800 at caucuses,  over 800 attended at Juanita High School alone. 
The East Side has changed! 
 
11th had 3,806 attend. 
 
46th had 16,246 people. 
 
No old business; Under New Business, Rosemary Blackwell, PCO from the 34th LD, was elected unanimously as the 
new Vice Chair of Finance .
