2.  Purposely manipulated the intelligence process to deceive the citizens 17 

and Congress of the United States about an alleged relationship between Iraq 18 

and al Qaeda in order to justify the use of the United States Armed Forces 19 

against the nation of Iraq in a manner damaging to our national security 20 

interests. 21

3.  Openly threatened aggression against the Republic of Iran absent any 23 

real threat to the United States, and done so with the United States’ proven 24 

history of carrying out such threats, thus undermining the national security of 25 

the United States. 26

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the  46th District Democrats strongly 28 

support the initiation of impeachment proceedings against Vice President 29 

Richard B. Cheney as per H. RES. 333, submitted by Rep. Dennis Kucinich.  30 

Moreover, we commend Rep. Jim McDermott for joining the growing list of co-31 

sponsors of H. RES. 333 and urge other members of the WA State Congressional 32 

delegation to sign-on as co-sponsors.  33
